Reprints

The February and March issues were reprinted for the 1961 NAUBRIA Philatelic
Exhibition by the Bad Nauheim Philatelic Society. Most of the reprints have a tiny
Nachdruck printed in the middle of the reverse, often difficult to see. The reprints can
also be identified by the attached numbered tabs and, for the February issue, by the
incorrect gauge 10% horizontal perforations. Allegedly 3,000 sets were produced.
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Control Council Issue

The March issue was used through October 1946 in lieu of high value stamps. Low
value stamps of the Allied Control Council issues were used during and after this period.
