Until July 27, 1945, most of OPD Leipzig, including the city of Leipzig itself, was under 
American occupation.  Döbeln was in the area east of the Mulde river occupied by Soviet 
forces, and until July 1, 1945 its postal affairs were managed by OPD Dresden.  The postal 
service in Döbeln re-opened on June 1, 1945 and began using cash payments and Saxony 
cork obliterations for franking.  The Döbeln local overprint on the 6 pf. Hitler stamp appeared 
at the end of June and was valid (along with the cork obliterations) through August 6, 1945.
